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Before installation, make sure the model and the specification are correct.
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* Required tools: 177mm(M10), 199mm(M12), and 24mm(M16) open wrenches.

* Embed required foundation bolts according to the loading on the installation location (Fig 1).

* Elevate the equipment to the same height as the wooden panel with claw jack gradually (Fig 2).

¢ Install the hread rod connecting the hanger and the equipment (Fig 3).

¢ Apply upper and lower nuts to fasten the installation on the equipment so it is easy to adjust. Do not lock the upper nuts (Fig 4).
¢ Complete the equipment and piping engineering installation.

* Apply the open wrench to adjust lower nuts for the balance of the equipment and the press amount for the spring (Fig 5).

¢ Lock the upper and lower nuts after adjusting (Fig 6).

¢ After the adjustment, check the press amount of the spring. If it appears with insufficient loading, please replace with bigger
loading by contacting our staff.

* Be cautious during the installation.
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Maintenance checking points: remain fixed bolt and foundation bolt locked installation of the hanger, and the deflection of the spring monthly.

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Fig 2) Fasten the hanger on the installation
location with washer and nuts.
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Fig 3) Install the hread rod connecting the
hanger and the equipment.
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Fig 4) Apply upper and lower nuts to install

the equipment and the hanger.

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Fig 5) Apply the open wrench to adjust

lower nuts for the balance of the equipment

and the press amount for the spring.
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Fig 6) Lock the upper and lower nuts after
adjusting.
